Cuban Missile Crisis 1962
· Both US and USSR stockpiled nuclear weapons in other countries

· USSR put nuclear missiles in communist Cuba

· US spotted them

· This would mean that US warning of attack shrunk from half an hour to a few minutes

· US set up naval blockade of Cuba 

· USSR couldn’t bring in more missiles

· Everyone thought this might lead to nuclear war

· USSR agreed to remove missiles if US agreed not to invade Cuba

· Nuclear war was avoided

Avro Arrow Issue & Bomarc Missile Controversy 1953
· Canadians concerned with possibility of Soviet attack

· They wanted a new aircraft for defence

· This plane cost more than it was supposed to

· Plane called Avro Arrow
· When first Arrow came out, Soviets launched Spudnik I.  This caused people to doubt the success of the Arrow project
· This and the extra costs of the project caused the government to scrap the project and destroy the few existing planes.

· Instead government bought the American made Bomarc Missile

· This meant loss of a lot of jobs in Canada

· Many Canadians moved to work in the US.

· Some people feel that the Americans put pressure on Canadian government to back out the Arrow project.
The Vietnam War (1954-1975) 

and the Canadian Reaction
· Vietnam was divided between north (communist) and south (anti-communist and partly democratic)
· South Vietnam was supported by the USA

· The fight grew to include Communist countries that supported the North and non-communist countries that supported the South

· Americans trying to contain communism because of the domino theory

· American involvement in Vietnam was called a Client War because Americans fought for the South Vietnam client

· Chinese and Soviets didn’t send troops but did send a lot of supplies

· This kept the two supper powers (USA & USSR) from direct military contact

· As the war went on and the Americans army wasn’t able to win it, Americans at home started to turn against the war and protested at home.  

· Americans were 

· Americans eventually left Vietnam without winning

· North Vietnam took over all of Vietnam.  

· It is now one country and communist.
· Prime Minister Lester Pearson and most Canadians did not support the Vietnam War.  

· Canada welcomed American draft dodgers.  These were people who came to Canada to avoid conscription in the US.

· Canada did not fight in Vietnam
· Many protests took place throughout North America against the war.
Trudeau’s Foreign Policy

· Trudeau was PM from 1968-1979 and then again from 1980-1984

· 1970 Canada officially recognized communist China this was before the US did

· Trudeau reduced the number of Canadian armed forces in Europe under NATO

· Canada increased aid to developing countries

· Increased support of UN aid programs 
· Increased spending for aid through Canadian International Development Agency (CIDA)

· Increased trade with Asian countries

· Allowed more Asian immigrants to enter Canada

· Increased trade and political ties with Cuba and Mexico

· Canada started to shift away from just following American foreign policy
· Canada accepted refugees leaving communist countries

Cold War Renewed (USSR Invades Afghanistan, 1979)
· Tensions between US and USSR in the 1970s
· They agreed to reduce number of nuclear weapons

· They signed the Strategic Arms Limitation Treaty (SALT I) in 1972

· In 1979 USSR invaded Afghanistan

· USSR sent new medium ranged missiles to Eastern Europe

· NATO then said they were sending more weapons to Europe (think Arms Race)

Mulroney’s Foreign Policy
· Brian Mulroney became Prime Minister in 1984 until 1993

· His foreign policy was in many ways opposite to Trudeau’s 
· Trudeau had tried to separate Canada from US interests

· Mulroney tried to create a closer tie between Canada and US

· The US wanted to create a Defence Shield, part of which would orbit the Earth. 

· In Canada Anti-nuclear groups protested Canada becoming involved in this.
· Mulroney said no to Canada becoming involved with Americans’ in this Strategic Defence Initiative (SID) nicknamed “Star Wars”

· Trudeau had formed the Foreign Investment Review Agency (FIRA) to limit foreign investment in Canada
· Mulroney got rid of FIRA and replaced it with Investment Canada which would encourage foreign investment.

· Then he led Canada into the Free Trade Agreement (FTA) with the US in 1989
· FTA was to encourage more trade with the US.
· Not all Canadians liked this.

· People who liked Free Trade said it would help Canada’s economy grow.

· People who didn’t like Free Trade said it would mean fewer jobs for Canadians and it might reduce Canada’s independence.

· Mulroney then expanded free trade by signing the North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) which included trade with Mexico.

· During his time in office, Mulroney tried to create a closer relationship between Canada and the US.

Advantages and Disadvantages of NAFTA

· North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) signed in 1994.
· Free trade between Canada, US, and Mexico
· Not everyone liked this.
· Advantages:  helped improve Canada’s economy by increasing trade with US and by having more American money invested in Canada
· Disadvantages:  some Canadian jobs lost due to companies moving to US or Mexico.  Some Canadian companies sold to American companies.

End of the Cold War (1991)
· Ended after 46 years.

· Ended when communism in the Soviet Union collapsed.  

· Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev realized USSR cold no longer afford the expense of the Arms Race with the USA so he cut spending on it.

· He also started to make social, economic, and political changes that would make life for the citizens of the USSR better.

· He also started to allow more freedom of speech.

· The Berlin Wall was taken down.

· Some of the Saleliite States voted for independence.

· In 1991, Gorbachev signed documents that ended the Soviet Union.

· USA was the only superpower left.

The Gulf War (1990-1991)

· Iraqi Army invade Kuwait

· Kuwait was a country near Iraq that was rich because it had a lot of oil.

· Saddam Hussein (the dictator of Iraq at the time) said that the oil historically belonged to Iraq.

· The United Nations (led by US President George Bush senior) imposed an economic boycott which cut off the oil trade.

· This did not get Iraq out of Kuwait.

· UN then decided to use force to get Iraq out of Kuwait.
· An army of many different countries, including Canada, was led by the US do this.

· This battle became known as Operation Desert Storm.

· Allies bombed various important sites.

· Then a four day ground assault drove the Iraqi army out of Kuwait.

· Shortly after a ceasefire was reached.

· Saddam Hussein was not taken from power.

· UN was important in dealing with Iraq’s invasion of Kuwait.

· This war led the UN to take a more active role in world affairs. 

Canadian Peacekeeping in Somalia

· 1992 UN launched “Operation Restored Hope” in Somalia.

· Somalia is in Africa.

· It had been hurt by years of civil war and starvation.

· The mission was directed by the US.

· Canada joined with other countries to send food and other supplies to the locals.

· One night a member of the Canadian Airborne Regiment arrested a Somali teenager.  

· The teen was tortured and beaten to death.

· Instigations discovered a high-level cover up for this crime.

· 1995 the Canadian Airborne Regime was taken apart.

· Canadians also shot some Somali intruders on their compound.
· A serious shadow had been cast upon the reputation of Canada’s armed forces. 

The Canadian Role in Rwanda (1994)
· Rwanda is a country in Africa.

· Different ethnic groups in the country were trying to kill each other off.  This was genocide. 

· A small group of UN peacekeepers were sent in under the command of the Canadian Major General Romeo Dallaire.

· Gen. Romeo Dallaire realized that they needed more UN troops to stop all the killing that was happening in Rwanda.
· He asked the UN and the United States for more troops.

· Both said no.

· Millions of people died in Rwanda.

· This was a major failure for the United Nations and it weakened the international role of the organization.
Advantages and Disadvantages of Globalization
· Globalization is the process in which the countries of the world are becoming connected in areas of culture, business, and communications.  Globalization has been sped by modern communication technologies.

· Advantages:  it will raise living standards for everyone.  Big companies will invest in smaller countries bringing them more money.
· Advantages: Will help spread human rights and democratic governments around the world.

· Disadvantages: Because countries are so connected, when a few countries have hard economic times, many countries in the world can suffer.  

· Disadvantages:  People in countries like Canada lose jobs because companies move to third world countries where it is cheaper to make a product. 

· Disadvantages:  Some countries’ cultures are threatened as Western Cultures (mostly American) spread their influence through food, music, and clothing for instance.

· Disadvantages: Can have a bad effect on the environment.

· Disadvantages:  Should countries trade with other countries that have a record of human rights abuses?
