
Timeline of the Cold War

1940s

· (1945)  United Nations created.
· (1946)  Winston Churchill says an Iron Curtain has fallen across Europe, separating communist and non-communist countries
· (1946)  Truman Doctrine is put into place.
· (1947)  Marshall Plan is announced.
· (1948)  Berlin Blockade begins.
· (1949)  NATO created. Includes Canada, US, Britain, Other Western European Countries.
· (1949)  Berlin Blockade ends.
· (1949)  Communists take over China.
1950s

· (1950-1953) Korean War 
· (1950-1957) US creates three radar lines in Canada for defence.  The Pinetree Line, the Mid-Canada Line, and the Distant Early Warning (DEW) line.

· (1953-) Avro Arrow Issue & Bomarc Missile Controversy 

· (1955)  Warsaw Pact formed between Soviet Union and Eastern European countries.
· (1956)  The Suez Canal Crisis 

· (1957)  John Diefenbaker (conservative) becomes prime minister of Canada
(1957)   North American Air Defence Agreement (NORAD) is created.
· (1959) Cuba taken over by Fidel Castro and becomes communist. 
1960s

· (1960-1966) The Quiet Revolution in Quebec.
· (1961-1975) Vietnam War is fought.

· (1961) Berlin Wall built
· (1962)  Cuban Missile Crisis
· (1963)  Lester Pearson (liberal) defeats Diefenbaker and              becomes prime minster. 
· (1969)  Trudeau signed the Official Languages Act.  
1970s

· (1970)  The October Crisis.
· (1970)  The War Measures Act & FLQ Crisis.
· (1972)  SALT I signed

· (1975)  North Vietnam defeats South Vietnam
· (1979)  SALT II signed

· (1979)  USSR invades Afghanistan (Cold War Renewed)
1980s

· (1980)  Referendum in Quebec on whether or not to separate from Canada.

· (1982)  The Constitution Act.  Canada’s constitution was brought home.

· (1987)  Tree Trade Agreement (FTA ) between Canada and the United States.

· (1987)  The Meech Lake Accord.  Tried to include Quebec in constitution.
· (1989)  Berlin Wall is taken down.
· (1989)  Tiananmen Square Massacre 
1990s

· (1990)  Germany reunited

· (1991)  Warsaw Pact ends

· (1991)  Soviet Union falls apart.  Cold war ends.
· (1991)  Canada fights in the Gulf War
· (1992)  UN, including Canada, fights in Somalia. 
· (1992)  The Charlottetown Accord. It is rejected by a referendum. 
· (1994)  Canada joins NAFTA
· (1994)  UN, including Canada, fight in Rwanda. 
· (1995)  Quebec Referendum on Separation
· (1997)  The Calgary Declaration.  Quebec declared a unique society.
· (1999)  Canadian air force joins NATO attacks on Yugoslavia 
· (1999)  Clarity Act
· (1990)  Nunavut created
 
Note:	Entries that are italicized refer to Canadian politics not the cold war.
